To Reserve a Spot


Each date that you wish your child/children to attend Buddy Break, you must RSVP by contacting the location coordinator no later than two days before the Buddy Break.


Please inform us if any sibling(s) will be attending with your VIP(s).


You will receive a confirmation.  If all spaces are taken, you will be put on a waiting list and notified when a space becomes available.


If you have made a reservation and cannot attend, please call to cancel, even if it is the day of the Buddy Break, as this may open up a space for someone else.


You may RSVP for the next Buddy Break, at that location, immediately   following the current Buddy Break.





The Day of Buddy Break


Please arrive and pick up your child on time.


Saturday Buddy Break hours are 10:00 a.m.—1:00 p.m.  Friday Buddy Break hours are 6:30—9:30 p.m.  Buddies are only there during scheduled hours, so please pick up your child on time.


Please do NOT bring children who are sick.  We do not want to put other    children, especially our medically fragile kids, at risk.


When you check in, you will be asked to leave an emergency phone number.


Please let us know if there are any medical or personal information changes that need to be updated.  (Remember, you also need to make these changes in the Online Database.  Let the Coordinator know if you need help with this.)





What to bring:


Labeled snack for your child/children.  We do not provide snacks or drinks due to food allergies.


Diapers and wipes (as needed)


Any medication or supplies that your child/children might need (accompanied by the Medication Form available at Buddy Break.)


Any special equipment or communication device your child/children may use.
